The Tekakwitha Woods half-day camps
run June 13-17 for kids entering grades 1-2 and June 20-24 for kids entering grades 3-5. The Johnson’s
Mound half-day camps are June 27 - July 1 for kids entering grades 1-2 and July 11-15 for kids entering
grades 3-5. The Burnidge half-day camps are July 18-22 for kids entering grades 1-2 and July 25-29 for
kids entering grades 3-5. Half-day camps run daily from 9 a.m. to noon. Registration is $50 per child per

For those campers (or working parents) looking for more of a full-day experience, the Forest Preserve
District also offers full-day camps at Tekakwitha Woods. Full-day camp for those entering grades 1-2 is
offered Aug. 1-5. Full-day camp for those entering grades 3-5 is offered Aug. 8-12. The camps run daily
from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. Registration is $100 per child.
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“The Forest Preserve’s summer camps are a great way for kids to spend time outside this summer and
explore the woods and prairie,” says Naturalist Jaclyn Olson. “We’ll hike, search for animals, make

crafts, and play nature games. Each day will provide an exciting new experience full of exploration and
fun!”
